SEASONAL RENTAL TERMS: 

Seasonal Rentals are from April 1st of every year through October 31st of every year. LICENSOR shall charge a storage deposit of $250.00 for vehicles/trailers or any items that will be on-site and stored after November 1, 2025 – March 31, 2026.  Such fee is in ADDITION to the $1,000 minimum deposit due on or before October 1, 2025.

An ADDITIONAL $200 security deposit for electric charges shall be paid by LICENSEE prior to the start of the season.  Such security deposit shall be applied to the LAST electric bill after LICENSEE has vacated the premises.  If there is a balance owed after application of such security deposit, the LICENSEE shall be responsible for payment of such balance. If there is a credit, then LICENSOR shall provide LICENSEE with the remaining credit within 30 days after the final electric bill is received.

TERMS

**NO ONE IS A PERMANENT RESIDENT OF THIS CAMPGROUND** 
LICENSEE agrees herein that they will NOT establish residency on the premises regardless of how long they will be staying onsite.  This Agreement does not constitute a lease agreement, nor does it give LICENSEE any rights of a “tenant”.

No bailment or transfer of property rights is created between Oldman’s Creek Campground (“LICENSOR”) and LICENSEE under this Agreement. This Agreement is to license a space of sufficient dimension needed to accommodate the property above described. LICENSEE has examined the unit/site and accepts it as is.  

The “Season” runs from April 1st to October 31st of each calendar year. LICENSEE is permitted on-site between April 1st until October 31st. If LICENSEE remains onsite after such time, they will no longer be considered a seasonal camper and will then pay the current monthly rate.  The campground will be closed from November 1st to March 31st.  No Licensee is permitted to be at their seasonal site during off-season except to check on their site or clean their site with prior approval of LICENSOR. Any LICENSEE on-site when the Campground is closed may be considered a trespasser and Elk Township Police may be notified.

Oldman’s Creek Campground is for recreational use only and is not to be used for a permanent residence. Property or any other belongings are not removed by the closing date of November 1st will be charged a storage fee of $100.00 per day if the full deposit for the following years Seasonal Rental and winter storage is not received.    

An account is considered past due five (5) days following due date.  There will be a late fee of 1.5% per day. If payment and late fees are not paid within two (2) weeks of said notice the gate code or cards will be deactivated and LICENSEE will be considered delinquent. Gate code or cards will be reactivated once arrears are paid and LICENSEE is no longer delinquent. 

Only one trailer or recreational vehicle (RV) is permitted per leased site. Only two (2) cars are allowed per licensed site. Additional vehicles for visitors may use the overflow parking lots throughout the campground. Additional vehicles will be towed at the owner’s expense. 

No car, utility, or storage trailers are permitted on unlicensed sites. They will be towed at the owner’s expense without notice.

NOTHING IS TO BE BUILT WITHOUT WRITTEN CONSENT FROM THE OFFICE. Any structures built without permission will be taken down. Elk Township has very strict rules on structures and permission and/or permits are required. LICENSEE may not enclose any part of their site with fencing or other structures, except temporary fencing as further outlined in the Terms, Rules and Regulations. No hot tubs or pools are allowed anywhere on the grounds of Oldman’s Creek Campground.  Carports or other temporary storage units are not allowed. All screen rooms and/or porches that are not pre-manufactured units, must be removed by April 1, 2026.  

All trailers, RVs, and/or mobile homes must be kept in a clean and safe condition.  No broken windows, broken doors, damaged roofs, damaged decks or damaged siding will be permitted.  If the appropriate repairs are not made within two (2) weeks of said notice, the campground reserves the right to make the appropriate repairs at the expense of the LICENSEE, and/or shall terminate LICENSEE’s Agreement hereunder. 

Persons found staying at licensed sites not listed on this agreement are considered a violation of this licensing agreement. Only those persons and pets listed in this Agreement are permitted on the site. Prior notification of said persons is required. All persons enter the campground at their own risk. Additional persons and/or pets may incur additional fees and may be applied at any time.

	Utilities are the responsibility of the LICENSEE and are payable by the 5th day of each month. There is no charge for Cable TV as this a courtesy to our campers. Cable TV service or quality is not guaranteed. 

ABSOLUTELY NO WASHERS OR DRYERS ARE TO BE USED ON LICENSED SITES. Washers produce excess water that fills our septic system and causes it to overflow. There is a laundry room attached to the bathhouse that is to be used for laundry needs.

	Gate cards are being removed and replaced by Gate codes.  There are no refunds on any old Gate Cards.  Gate Codes can be terminated at any time. 
Only electric Golf carts are permitted in the campground. They must have lights and must be insured.  Proof of insurance required and may be requested at any time.  No person under the age of 17 is permitted to drive them on our property. NO children are permitted to sit on laps of the driver of the golf cart. The Campground Speed Limit of 5 MPH must be observed at all times.  There is an additional $100 charge to register any Golf cart with LICENSOR.

 Storms, winds, electrical outages, and floods may cause this campground to be evacuated by the authorities.  Plan ahead and have an alternative place to go if the need arises. There are no refunds in the event of an act of God or electrical outage.

Camping has inherent risks associated with outside activities.  We are not responsible for injury or damages occurring as part of the inherent risks of any camping environment. The campground being privately owned, the LICENSEE and all of their guests and invitees accept camping privileges with the understanding that he/she does hereby release the campground, its officers, and employees of all liability for loss or damage to property and injury to his/her person arising out of his/her use of its camping facilities and agrees to indemnify the campground, its officers, and employees, against claims resulting from loss or damage to property or injury to the person of any member of the family or guest/invitee of the camper arising out of the use of its camping facilities. This includes but is not limited to damages or injuries incurred from fire, storms, winds, electrical outages, floods, water damage, damage due to cold or hot weather, hail, theft, vandalism, acts of God or any other unforeseen circumstances. 

Photographs are taken throughout the season and may be used for promotional use.  LICENSEE or persons on LICENSEE’s site may appear in pictures/videos that may be used in advertising. Registering at our campground constitutes consent for us to use any pictures or videos we deem appropriate without payment, inspection or review.

	In the event that LICENSOR must take legal action to enforce this agreement or the rules and regulations, said fees and expenses are due and payable by LICENSEE.

	In the event that LICENSEE stays past the term of this agreement, LICENSEE may be liable for a “holdover fee” of 1.5 times the current rate.

	LICENSEE agrees to obey all local, state and federal laws while in occupancy of the space.

	Insurance.  Guest acknowledges that LICENSOR’s insurance does not cover personal property, damage caused by fire, theft, rain, war, acts of God, acts of others, and /or any other causes, and nor shall LICENSOR be held liable for such losses. LICENSEE is required to obtain an insurance policy to cover personal property and personal liability.  A copy of current insurance coverage must be provided with completed contract.
	Entire Agreement.  This Agreement contains the entire agreement of the parties, and there are no other promises or conditions in any other agreement whether oral or written concerning the subject matter of this Agreement.  Any amendments must be in writing and signed by each party.  This Agreement supersedes any prior written or oral agreements between the parties.  LICENSOR shall not be bound by any oral representation.

	Hold Harmless: LICENSEE agrees to be responsible for any payment of any type whatsoever, expenses, costs, or attorneys' fees related to any claims, debts, or liability for damages or injuries to any persons which are caused in whole or in part from anything done or anything which the LICENSEE fails to do which the LICENSEE has the obligation to do, even if the act or failure to act is attributable to a LICENSEE agent, employee, guest, or family member.  The LICENSEE also agrees to protect the LICENSOR in this fashion for any reason whatsoever, if any injuries or damages are attributable to the occupancy or use in the campground by the LICENSEE or any of the LICENSEE’s guests or invitees.  

	Indemnification: LICENSEE shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless LICENSOR from any third party claim, loss or damage resulting from this Agreement or arising out of LICENSEE’s use or occupancy of the property or the campground. 

Assignment. This Agreement may not be sold, assigned or transferred by LICENSEE without prior written approval of LICENSOR.
	
	Governing Law. This Agreement is being delivered and is intended to be performed in the State of New Jersey and shall be governed by the laws of New Jersey.

	Severability    If any provision of this Agreement will be held to be invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the remaining provisions will continue to be valid and enforceable.  If a court finds that any provision of this Agreement is invalid or unenforceable, but that by limiting such provision it would become valid and enforceable, then such provision will be deemed to be written, construed, and enforced as so limited. 

	LICENSEE acknowledges that the LICENSOR is hereby given a lien upon the property described above to secure any and all space fees, repairs, hardware, materials, labor or services rendered to or supplied to LICENSEE during the term of this agreement. Any item left in storage seven (7) days beyond the expiration date of this Agreement shall be offered for public sale to cover space rental charges. The lien given in this section is in addition to any liens or remedies that may exist at law. 

	LICENSEE acknowledges items left on the site after seven (7) days after the termination of this Agreement may be disposed of without notice to LICENSEE.

	LICENSEE may not conduct any sale of property while on the campground without prior permission of LICENSOR. This includes the sale of vehicles, RVs, Trailers, Motor Homes, or any other structures or physical tangible property. Any such approved sales must be applied to any current or past due balances on LICENSEEs account. Any remaining monies after current or past due debts are satisfied are due to LICENSEE.

Violation of any of this Agreement or the attached Terms, Rules and Regulations can result in a fine and/or removal from the facility and/or campground.
TERMINATION
	LICENSOR may terminate this agreement at any time without cause or reason. Thirty (30) days written notice of termination will be provided to LICENSEE. After thirty days LICENSEE is considered a trespasser and the appropriate legal measures will be executed for persons and property removals.
	LICENSOR may also terminate this agreement at any time due to violation of TERMS, RULES, or REGULATIONS and/or SUPPLEMENTAL TERMS, RULES, or REGULATIONS by the Licensee or their guests. Changes of SUPPLEMENTAL TERMS, RULES, or REGULATIONS may occur at any time. Any changes will posted on the bulletin board in the main office and/or circulated for LICENSEE review. LICENSEE is responsible for regularly checking and reading posted and circulated SUPPLEMENTAL TERMS, RULES, or REGULATIONS and acknowledges the requirement to follow any and all rules, regulations, terms and updates as such. Any terminations resulting from violations may be immediate and thirty (30) days written notice is NOT required.  No refund will be given if there is a termination due to a violation this Agreement or the TERMS, RULES, or REGULATIONS.
	LICENSEE may terminate this agreement at any time. Thirty (30) days written notice is required to LICENSOR. LICENSEE may not remove any registered or non-registered property without twenty-four (24) hours notice after the initial thirty (30) day termination notice. Termination after February 16th will result in the forfeiture of any payments made.
	Any and all charges incurred during this Agreement and prior to termination are required to be paid in full prior to property removal. Removal of property must be done during posted business hours. Any property left after thirty days of departure is considered Abandoned Property. LICENSOR accepts sale or disposal of abandoned property by LICENSOR, and any such sales may be applied to any delinquent fees.
ACKNOWLEDGEMENT
